A Call to Prayer for the General Conference 
 

A few weeks ago, Bishop Trimble, the resident Bishop of the Iowa Conference of the 

United Methodist Church, invited us to pray for the General Conference. As we con-

tinue to encourage one another to pray for the top policymaking body of our denomi-

nation that will convene in Portland, OR on May 10-20, 2016, I would like to share 

few words about what the General Conference is and why it is crucial for us as the 

body of Christ to be in prayer for this denominational gathering. 
 

The General Conference is the highest legislative body in the United Methodist 

Church that convenes every quadrennium (four years) to determine the denomina-

tionôs future direction. It is the only body that can speak officially for the denomina-

tion, review the discipline of the church, approve the plans and budgets for the 

church-wide programs, and adopt resolutions on current moral, social, public policy, 

and economic issues. Article I of Section II of the United Methodist Constitution 

mandates that the General Conference shall be composed of no fewer than 600 or 

more than 1,000 delegates, half clergy and half laity, elected by the Annual Confer-

ences in an open and fair process. As for this upcoming General Conference, 864 

delegates from the US, Europe, Africa and the Philippines will gather for 11 days in 

Portland, OR. 
 

During these days, under the leadership of Bishops, delegates will engage in many 

discussions related to petitions and resolutions proposed by Annual Conferences, 

church agencies, other groups within the denominations, and even individuals. The 

General Conference is not only the place for business; moreover, it is also a place 

where people (Bishops, delegates and visitors, etc.) from different nations, states, 

conferences, languages, and races come together to praise and worship God. 
 

Considering the importance of this worldwide denominational gathering and its im-

pact on the life of the church and the world, let us set a time apart from our many 

commitments to be in prayer for our Bishops, delegates, visitors and all who are part 

of this gathering, and also for Godôs Spirit to lead God's people in true Christian and 

holy conferencing.

Edible Landscapes 
 

We received a Sustainable Dubuque grant of $2,350 to initiate an 

edible landscape project in Dubuque. Churches and non-profit 

agencies are eligible to apply for a fruit-bearing tree or bush or an-

nual vegetable or fruit plants. Volunteers are needed to be mentors 

and contacts with the recipients. 

 

Wading Pool Gardens 
 

We have approximately 65 current 
wading pool gardens in the com-
munity and will be adding 10 
more. We need volunteers to de-
liver wading pool gardens on April  
22 and/or 23, move plants from 
the Rescue Mission greenhouse on 
April 29, for the Wading Pool Gar-
den Fair from 8:30-3:00 (or any 
portion of that time) on April  30, 
and to be garden mentors for wad-
ing pool gardeners throughout sum-
mer. 

 
St. Lukeõs Purdy Produce Plot 
 

This is year number 7 for our church garden and weõve raised about 

12,000 pounds of produce in that time. The produce is used in 

Food for the Soul meals, and excess is given to guests. 
 

On Saturday, April 16, there were 
six University of Dubuque students 
from a World View class along with 
their instructor, Brian Halstoos, 
working in the garden. Then, on 
Sunday April 17th, Brian and his 
son Tatum returned with three addi-
tional UD students. They come 

from Dubuque, various towns 
and cities in Illinois, Texas, and 
Dakar, Senegal, and they repre-
sent many academic majors. 
The goal of their experience 
was to learn about hunger, the 
efforts of St. Lukeõs to address 
local hunger and to increase 
awareness about sustainable 

 food practices. The students were a great boon to the start of the 
 garden. They planted 9 rows of potatoes, erected support fences, 
 laid down landscape fabric, built the bean teepee, emptied the 
 decaying wading pools and filled replacement ones, planted lettuce, 
 spinach, radishes, kohlrabi, and chard, and made the hills for the 
 squash. Their energy was fueled with chocolate chip cookies and 
 brownies. 
 

 Christopher Purdy devoted his weekend to preparations needed to 
 have the garden ready and taught them how to do many of these 
 tasks. Their help was invaluable in the progress of our church gar
 den and efforts to provide plenty of locally grown fruits and vege
 tables to our Food for the Soul guests. This not only increases 
 their access to nourishing food they could not otherwise afford, 
 but is a part of St. Luke's effort to use sustainable food practices to 
 eat locally grown food for the benefit of our environment. If you 
 would like to be a part of the church garden effort, please see Mary 
 Purdyõs contact info below or sign up on the form on the display 
 table in the hallway.
